Overview
Campers must register no later than Friday, July 17 (session 1) 
or Friday, July 31 (session 2), and pick up their Crew-Pak and 
homework assignments. Homework assignments must be 
completed prior to each day's academic session, so please 
allow time for your camper to prepare! 

Camp will meet daily at Indian Valley Scuba’s dive center and 
begin with academics each morning in the classroom, including 
watching the PADI OW DVD (one chapter each morning).

Snacks & Lunch
Light snacks and drinks will be o�ered each morning and 
afternoon, and a lunch will be served daily. Lunch menu 
consists of:
• Mon — Cheese pizza
• Tues — Hamburgers
• Weds — PB&J Sandwiches
• Thur — Hot Pockets
• Fri — Hot Dogs
• Soda, juice and water will be provided daily
No provisions for special diets are included. Parents may send 
lunch and/or snacks in for their children each day or on any of 
the days which they may not wish to enjoy the above 
mentioned menu items.

Session 2
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After lunch each day campers will complete con�ned water sessions in the pool. Days 1 - 3 we will use the on-site pool, and 
Days 4 & 5 we'll use an o�-site pool (likely the IVFYMCA). Transportation will be included to and from the pool each day.

Pickup: Pickup each day will be at 4:00 at Indian Valley Scuba or the YMCA, depending on which pool we are using that 
day. Parents will be advised which location for the day when they drop o� in the morning.

Upon successful completion of the Scuba Camp �ve-day program, they are quali�ed to register for, and participate 
in the Open Water Checkout Dive option. This is the �nal step required to earn the PADI Junior Open Water Diver 
certi�cation, as well as the Peak Performance Buoyancy and Coral Reef Conservation specialty certi�cations, 
included in the Checkout Package.

Details:
Cost is $199, which represents a discounted price available only to our camp attendees Fee includes use of a complete set 
of rental gear, three tanks & �lls, Divers Logbook instructor supervision for all dives, PADI certi�cation fees, and registration 
to complete the Peak Performance Buoyancy and Coral Reef Conservation Specialty Certi�cations (provided the necessary 
dives and skills are completed during checkouts)

Additional cost not included are entrance fees to Lake Aquarius (or other IVS venue they may select, such as Bonaire, 
Mexico, the St. Lawrence, or the Florida Keys, for example), plus additional air �lls as required. Students who for any reason 
are unable to successfully complete the camp program due to absence or any challenges with skills or academics, may 
make these sessions up in accordance with IVS’s standard make-up class provisions, including a fee of $25 per make up 
session. IVS will provide all gear (including personal gear) for these makeup sessions at no additional cost

Any inclement weather during the camp week may cause us to alter the schedule as needed to accomplish the goals and 
requirements during the week. If this requires additional days in an indoor pool IVS will provide transportation to the pool, 
and back, at no additional cost.

There are no refunds for any reason once camp begins on Monday morning. Students who are unable to complete the 
camp program during the scheduled sessions may make arrangements as noted above to make up missed or additional 
sessions. Additional fees will be assessed for these sessions.
